Children are encouraged to respect themselves and to develop high 
self-esteem. ‘Rainbows Group’ helps us to be strong. 

Children learn about other cultures and respect the ideas and prac-
tices of their peers. 

Our Behaviour Policy promotes positive behaviour and children learn 
about ‘kind hands and feet’.
